• enrolled in an Institutional Special Needs Plan or are living long-term in an institution any time during the

measurement year; or
• had a diagnosis of frailty and advanced illness during the measurement year.

Optional Exclusion: Bilateral mastectomy. 

Note: This measure evaluates primary screening. Do not count biopsies, breast ultrasounds, or MRIs because they are 
not appropriate methods for primary breast cancer screening.

HOW TO IMPROVE HEDIS® SCORES

• Educate female patients about the importance of early detection and encourage testing.

• Use needed services list to identify patients in need of mammograms.

• Document a bilateral mastectomy in the medical record and fax Molina Healthcare in the chart.

• Schedule a mammogram for patient or send/give patient a referral/script (if needed).

• Create a list of mammogram facilities to have available to share with the patient.

• Discuss possible fears the patient may have about mammograms and inform women that currently available
testing methods are less uncomfortable and require less radiation.
